Registration Procedure Update 

If you are on one of the first nine (9) squads, please be aware: to assure that early squads are as full as 

we can make them, we will be moving cards for shooters that have not yet checked-in to the squadding 

table 30 minutes before shooting starts. Our goal is to backfill squads with shooters who are present and 

registering. If you are on one of these early squads and happen to be running late: plan to arrive with 

screeching brakes, or in a cloud of gravel, please have one of your squad mates pickup your shooter 

card and deliver it to the squadding table with the message that you are on your way and will shoot that 

day. 

30 minutes after the shoot begins we will move all remaining non-registered cards to the squadding 

table. As of that time, please check in with squadding to see if there have been any changes to your 

squad/post.
