Notes from the Shoot Office: Pre-squad Check-in Times

One of the characteristics of the South Bay Trap League that makes it such a pleasure to shoot is that we pre-squad about 97% of our shooters
for each shoot. Pre-squadding permits the squadders to do a significant amount of planning before a shoot, provides really fast registration
times and allows for consistent squad members for the shooters and in general helps our shoots run smoothly.

Pre-squadding, however, does carry with it some responsibility for the shooter, in that they need to notify the SBTL if they are not planning to
shoot. Between the automated “Pre-squad Reminders” that we send out and the diligence of our shooters, we have been averaging only about
8 shooters that are “no show, no call” for each shoot.

One of the changes that we have made this year is that we are enforcing the pre-squad check-in times that we established late last year. Our
squadding staff has started performing very aggressive squad management in order to set and fill the squads on the day of the shoot. We need
